Paper (such as newspaper, shredded paper in bags, please, 
mail, flyers, and magazines ð No phone books they only take 
them at the Met at 41st & Sheridan) 

Cardboard ð thin and corrugated (such as cereal boxes, 
cracker boxes, cake mix boxes, shoe and mailing boxes.  
Cardboard must not have food residue on it, though so this 
mean only the top of the pizza box can be recycled not the 
bottom) 

We have made it easy for you to help reduce our carbon foot-
print.  You can bring all your everyday recyclables to church with 
you on Sunday.  We have set up bins for your aluminum so the 
Bethany youth can benefit from their sale.
